At the recent USA/Canada Forum in
Milwaukee, Past International Director Dr.
Patti Hill presented an excellent workshop
on retaining club members. (We’ve
identified that as a problem in District 17-
O. We’re adding lots of new members
while others are leaving us. If we could
keep more of the existing members, just
think how many more wonderful services
we could provide!)

As a participant in PID Patti’s workshop, I
completed a very thought-provoking
questionnaire entitled “Retention:
Evaluating your club’s opportunities to
improve.” All participants were to evaluate
their own clubs on thirteen items, using a
five-point scale of Never, Rarely,
Sometimes, Often, and Always. In most
cases (items below), Always was the
desired answer.

e My club warmly welcomes new
members (e.g., senior members go out
of their way to greet and speak with
new Lions and visitors).

e My club involves new members in activities
immediately (within a month).

e My club encourages members to actively voice their
opinions, and new members do.

e We ask members to become involved in activities that
interest them and follow through to ensure that happens.

e My club completes a members’ interests and skills
survey each year.

e Members are excited and enthusiastic when performing
their duties.

e We have too many volunteers when we ask for members
to help at our service activities.

e Every Lion’s reason for serving is known and is being
satisfied in my club.

e Every new member is given a proper Lions orientation.

e Every new member is inducted within 3 months of
joining.

For a few of the items, Never was a better answer than
Always.

e “Important” activities and responsibilities are “reserved”
for certain members.

e Particular club members hold the same
committee/executive positions for a number of years.

e Some members seem bored or restless.

I’ll have to admit that my ratings of my own club were not as
high as I would have liked for them to be—but it was a time
for honest evaluation. How would your club’s members rate
YOUR club on the same questions? What would you do with
the results if you were to give such a questionnaire?

Information and filing requirements and instructions are available on the Lions Clubs International website in
the Tax Information section.

Postcard), 990-EZ; a sample Form 990-EZ, with explanations; a blank Form 990-EZ; guidelines for disclosures
regarding non-deductibility of contributions or gifts to Lions districts and clubs; and a summary of provisions
concerning possible tax liability for Unrelated Business Income Tax (UBIT). Additional information
concerning United States tax laws may be obtained from the IRS website.

Mobile Screening Unit at the Fair

The Mobile Screening Unit (MSU) at the Kansas State Fair was a huge success thanks to all of the Lions that came to help with
the screening. For the first time at the Fair the Lions should be proud of their MSU and the service it provides. 1276 different
people came for screenings and we made 4,306 individual tests in the 10 days, using 105 Lions from 32 clubsand 14

other volunteers made this happen. THANKS What a success!!!

We found several persons with high blood sugar, several with 200 or better at least one with 400 and they did not know they
were high (90 to 120 is normal). One 14 year old girl was not doing well in school and she did not know she could not see
well. There were several others that need to see an eye doctor, several with high blood pressure and several with hearing loss.

We have the same booth for next year if we want and are talking about extending the screening time. Think how much good
the MSU and the Lions can do with more screening time. We will be working on getting more Lions and Clubs to help with
this next year.

The Lions should be proud of the success of this project. For those that helped with the screening the rewards were great and
the Lions Motto “WE SERVE” came home very clearly.

This project would not have been a success without the help of Lions Sylvia Rinehart, Ron Berets and Dan Heersche and all of
the other Lions and volunteers. THANKS!!!
